General

Blackdown & Wellington East has a
population of 7,787.%

The area covered by the Division is
8,997 hectares, making an average
population density of 0.8 persons per
hectare.®

With 48.5% male and 51.5% female, the
gender split for the Division population is
almost identical to that of Somerset as a
whole.

Wellington East ward has the 2nd
highest rate of 16-19 year olds not in
education, training or employment
(NEET), at 5.1%.

Blackdown ward has the 2nd highest
rate within Taunton Deane of households
with no central heating, at 11.6%, and
has the 3rd highest rate of households
experiencing fuel poverty.

An overall NEET rate for the Blackdown &
Wellington East division cannot be
calculated, rates for two of the wards are
available ®. However, in Wellington East,
the rate amongst 16-19s was 5.1%, above
the county average of 3.2%.

GCSE Passes (NI 75)

In Blackdown & Wellington East, the
proportion of pupils achieving 5 or more
GCSEs or equivalent at grade C or above
(including English and Maths) is 55.3%",
above the overall rate for Somerset (47.1%).
However, in Wellington East, the figure was
only 34.4.

The most recent ward-based data® puts the
number of acquisitive crimes reported to
police in Blackdown & Wellington East at
20.0 per 1000 population. Each ward
compares favourably with the overall
Somerset rate of 29.5 per 1000.

Youth Offending (NI 111)

The most recent ward-based data relating to
young offenders” is the proportion of young
people who are clients of the Somerset
Youth Offending Team (YOT)'.

Unfortunately, data is not available for all
three wards in the Division®, but in
Blackdown ward, YOT clients account for
2.97% of the population of 10-17 year olds,
just above the Somerset rate of 2.85%.

Domestic Violence (NI 32)

Blackdown & Wellington East has a
relatively low rate of reported domestic
violence compared to Somerset as a
whole®. In the division, there were 1.8
reported incidents per 100 households,
compared to 2.8 for the County®.

Deaths from Circulatory Disease
(NI 121)

As data is not available for each ward, there
is no overall rate for deaths under age 75
from circulatory disease in this Division.°

However, rates ranged from a low 44.1 per
100,000 in Monument ward to a high 99.6 in
Wellington East.
