General

Bridgwater South has a population of
12,871.°

The area covered by the Division is 279
hectares, making an average population
density of 42.0 persons per hectare.?
The population is typical of Somerset as
a whole, with 48.7% being male and
51.3% female.’

97.4% of the population class
themselves as White British?. The most
common other ethnic groups are White
Other (0.8%) and Mixed (0.5%).

Both Bridgwater Victoria and Hamp
wards experience multiple deprivation
across a wide range of indicators, and as
such have both been identified as priority
wards under the 2007 Somerset Health
and Social Needs Analysis deprivation
indices for ‘all ages’, ‘children’ and
‘people aged 65+.

Working age people claiming Job
Seeker’s Allowance (NI 152 and NI
153)

The most recently available figures® show
that 2.9% of the working age population of
Bridgwater South were claiming Job
Seeker’s Allowance.

This is well above the Somerset average
figure of 1.1%.

Enjoying and Achieving
Qualifications (NI 165)

Based on the most recent Census data®,
people in Bridgwater South were much less
qualified than the overall Somerset
population. Almost two in five (38.6%) had
no qualifications, while only 8% left
education with at least an NVQ4 / degree.

The overall NEET rate for the Bridgwater
South division was 6.13% of 16-19 year-
olds, almost twice the county average °.

GCSE Passes (NI 75)

In Bridgwater South, the proportion of pupils
achieving 5 or more GCSEs or equivalent at
grade C or above (including English and
Maths) is 23.2%>.

This is under half the overall rate for
Somerset, which is 47.1%. In Hamp, the
figure was below 18%.

Acquisitive Crime (NI 16)

The ‘acquisitive crime’ measure includes the
crimes of

® Ward-based NEET rates are contained within the 2007 Somerset
Health and Social Needs Analysis database. The database
suppresses small numbers to protect anonymity.

The most recent ward-based data® puts the
number of acquisitive crimes reported to
police in Bridgwater South at 60.2 per 1000
population. This is more than double the
overall Somerset rate of 29.5 per 1000
population. The figure was notably higher in
Victoria ward.

Youth Offending (NI 111)

The most recent ward-based data relating to
young offenders® is the proportion of young
people who are clients of the Somerset
Youth Offending Team (YOT)'.

In Bridgwater South, YOT clients account for
3.62% of the population of 10-17 year olds,
above the Somerset rate of 2.85%.

Domestic Violence (NI 32)

Bridgwater South has a relatively high rate
of reported domestic violence compared to
Somerset as a whole®. In the division, there
were 6.6 reported incidents per 100
households, compared to 2.8 for the
County®.

Being Healthy

Under-18 Conceptions (NI 112)

Figures in this profile are based on the
National Quintiles for reported 15-17 year-
old conception rates®. Both wards in the
division appear in one of the two top

" The Local Area Agreement measure NI 111 is ‘first time entrants
to the Youth Justice System aged 10-17’. Data for this measure is
not available at ward level, so the indicator ‘clients of Somerset
YOT' has been used as an alternative.

& As with any ‘crime’ indicator, these are based on reported
incidents. A higher or lower figure could be the result of a higher or
lower rate of reporting, rather than (or as well as) an increase or
decrease in actual incidents.

2007. These National Quintiles rank all wards in England and
Wales and then allocate them to one of five equal groups —
quintiles - based on the average rate of teenage conceptions.
Quintile 1 includes wards with the lowest rates and Quintile 5
includes wards with the highest rates in England and Wales.
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Quintiles — that is, wards with the highest
rates of teenage conceptions.

Deaths from Circulatory Disease
(NI 121)

The overall rate for deaths under age 75
from circulatory disease in Bridgwater South
is 96.8 per 100,000 population, above the
county average of 66.6.

Both wards had similar rates.

Obesity in Primary School Age
Children (NI 56)

23% of Year 6 classes were categorised as
obese, well above the county average of
14%.
